c. The capacity of the firm to complete the work within a reasonable, agreed upon time frame;

d. The past record of performance of the firm with respect to control of costs, quality of work and ability to meet schedules;

e. The firm’s proximity to and familiarity with the area in which the project is located;

f. References from all previous trail construction clients involved with the firm within the past five years; 

g. Contact information for all projects of the firm within the last two years.

Please include the following information in the following order:

a. Firm name.

b. Firm history and description (less than one page);

c. Personnel to be assigned to our project, their roles, their qualifications and experience (less than one page per person);

d. Recent trails projects.  List all (with contact information) within the last 5 years;

e. Description of budgeting, cost and quality control procedures;

f. Project understanding;

g. Your firms approach as illustrated in action steps;

h. Any relevant and helpful information. 

Upon receipt of qualification statements, the City will shortlist the firms and interviews may be conducted.  The firms will be rated, negotiations will follow.  The final contract will be based on Section 6 of the MoDOT Local Public Agency Manual.  If mutually agreeable terms cannot be reached, the City will entertain a fee proposal from other qualified firms, and so on until an agreement is reached.
