The Village of Oak Ridge is soliciting statements of qualifications from qualified engineering firms.  The proposed design work will include:

· Provision of design services, including drawings for new sidewalks inside the Village of Oak Ridge.

· Assistance to the City with the preparation for construction for MoDOT approval.

The project is located on Route D and extends from Red Pine Lane to Route E.  The existing sidewalks will be replaced and a new sidewalk constructed to provide a continuous route for pedestrians in this block.  Curb ramps will be constructed on each quadrant of the intersection at Routes E and D.  The existing storefront sidewalk at the northwest corner of the intersection will be rebuilt to accommodate an accessible sidewalk at road level.  

The project is required to follow the guidelines of the Local Public Agency Manual.

The actual scope of services is to be negotiated; possibly including, but not limited to, the following:

Preliminary Engineering

Sidewalk Project

· Prepare detailed construction plans, estimates, specifications, and related documents as necessary for the purpose of soliciting bids and/or determining cost per foot for construction of the project.

· Upon receipt of construction authorization from MoDOT, make final corrections resulting from reviews by agencies involved and provide adequate number of plans, specifications, and bid documents to the Village.

· Provide the Village with a list of area bidders and assist the Village in advertising for bid if necessary.

Construction Engineering
· Will serve as the Village’s representative for administering terms of the construction contract between the Village and the contractor if necessary.  The engineer will endeavor to protect the Village against defects and deficiencies in workmanship and materials in work done by the contractor.  The furnishing of such representatives will not make the engineer responsible in any way for the construction methods or procedures used by the contractor.

· The engineer may be asked to make periodic site visits to observe the progress and to ensure the progress meets the required specifications.  The engineer may be asked to accompany MoDOT representatives on visits to the project site as requested.

Proposals should include a statement of qualifications related to the work identified above, individual experience of the staff to be assigned, and the firm’s experience with municipal public works projects and the requirements of MoDOT and the LPA process.
