Bankruptcy or Insolvency

Upon filing for any bankruptcy or insolvency proceeding by or against the Contractor, whether voluntarily, or upon the
appointment of a receiver, trustee, or assignee, for the bendfieditors, the Commission reserves the right and sole
discretion to either cancel the Agreement or affirm the Agreement and hold the Contractor responsible for damages.

Warranty
