	a. Gerald commented on Sec 710.3.1 that a true performance specification would generalize the handling of epoxy coated reinforcement to the point that handling, and if necessary subsequent repair, “should be suggested, not mandated”

b. Gerald also commented on Sec 710.3.1 that the Specification relaxes the requirement for a “subjective” judgment of the engineer in determining repair and/or replacement of epoxy coated bars and replace instead with reference to industry standards or guidelines in determining acceptable condition.

The most difficult change here deals with replacing the word “theoretical” in Sec 706.2 with “plan” so that the sentence is rewritten as “The weight (mass) paid for will be the plan weight (mass) of…” We believe the word “theoretical” may be anachronistic from the older days when used routinely on the Bill of Reinforcing Steel.  Today, all that is necessary to be conveyed is that the bid price will be based upon the weight or quantity as shown on the plans, i.e. plan weight.

	Dean asked about the possibility of incorporating a Bridge Job Special Provision entitled “Mechanical Bar Splices” into Sec 706.   This affected Sec 710 because it was believed that reference back to Sec 706 should be made specifically for mechanical bar splices as well as mentioning about coating repair for damaged mechanical bar splices.

The Bridge Job Special Provision entitled “Mechanical Bar Splices” was incorporated into Sec 706 in its entirety.  No distinction or separation of uncoated and coated steel information is made, i.e. all information pertaining to uncoated and coated except coating repair is included.  For example, the lap lengths required for the optional lap lengthened mechanical bar splice is given for both coated and uncoated bars.  A reference in Sec 710 back to Sec 706 is necessary to draw the reader back to these tables.  It was believed that including the tables for both coated and uncoated reinforcing steel in one location is convenient and user friendly and also, there is no distinction in pay items for coated or uncoated mechanical bar splices. 

Created new Sec 710.3.4 for “Mechanical Bar Splices” in order to incorporate Bridge Unit JSP “Mechanical Bar Splices”.  Reference is made back to Sec 706.3.3.

As a result of adding this JSP, new Sec 706.4 “Method of Measurement” first sentence was changed from “Measurement will be made…” to “Measurement of uncoated reinforcing steel will be made…” in order to clarify that this method was for measurement of uncoated reinforcing steel only and not mechanical bar splices.

Sec 706.5 “Basis of Payment” was broken down into Sec 706.5.1 and Sec 706.5.2 to describe the different pay items for uncoated reinforcing steel and mechanical bar splices.

Changed the wording in existing Bridge JSP (pay item paragraph) “Mechanical Bar Splices” from “…estimate quantity for reinforcing steel…” to “…plan weight (mass) of reinforcing steel…” to be consistent with 706.4.
