Thrie-beam rails have 2.5” slotted holes for the post connections and 5/8” diameter carriage bolts, which allow for almost a 2” tolerance for one element to move in either direction or a 1” tolerance for both the post and rail to move together.  Therefore, allowing a ½” tolerance is more than adequate.
