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Downtown bridges are gone at Oak, Locust 
and Truman Road, the eastbound I-70 

bridge over Manchester Trafficway is fixed and 
new lanes are open in the Triangle. 
	 Mark it up as another good start for 
MoDOT’s 2006 construction season in the 
Kansas City area.
	 There’s still plenty to do, and 
most work is under way, but 
three big projects are drawing 
the most attention from motor-
ists and the public:

n	I-435 Bridge at the Missouri 
River – Rehabilitation of the 
bridge deck is completed on 
two of the three northbound 
lanes and progressing on 
the second southbound lane.  The work has 
reduced traffic to two narrow lanes in each 
direction throughout the spring and summer.  
All lanes are expected to be open late this fall.

n	The Triangle – New alignment of southbound 
I-435 to southbound Route 71 and a third 
eastbound lane of I-470 opened late this sum-
mer.  Access at Red Bridge Road is scheduled 
to open in the next month, and by late this 
season, all Route 71 traffic between Red Bridge 

and Blue Ridge Boulevard will 
shift to collector ramps now 
under construction.  That will 
set the stage for the last Triangle 
project, reconstructing mainline 
71 from Red Bridge to Blue 
Ridge.  The massive project is 
on schedule for completion by 
late 2008. 

n	 Downtown Loop – Rehabili-
tation of pavement and bridges 

on I-670, I-29/35 and replacement of bridges 
over I-670 have closed northbound I-29/35 on 
the west side of the downtown loop from I-35

Employees Scramble to Help St. Louis

through at least September.  Construction is 
soon to begin on new bridges over I-670 at 
Oak, Locust and Truman Road, while milling 
and resurfacing of I-670 in the south leg of the 
loop will be done during off-peak and night-
time hours. Completion of all loop work is 
scheduled for September 2007.
	 Although there are dozens of preventative 
maintenance projects ranging from asphalt 
overlays to chip seals, and more than 30 
Smooth Roads Initiative projects to diamond-
grind, mill and resurface state routes, a score of 
projects are already completed at the season’s 
midpoint.
	 Route 58 in Belton finished early this year, 
widening to three lanes with four roundabouts.  

Route 33 in Clay County also was widened 
to three lanes in Kearney, and Route 150 was 
resurfaced between Routes 291 and 71 in 
southern Jackson County, all completed before 
the end of July. 

Also completed are:

n	Six new bridges and new highway lanes of 
Route 13 between Richmond and Route J in 
Ray County

n	A new bridge on Route A over Wakenda 
Creek in Ray County

n	Slide repairs and resurfacing of Route 58 
two miles south of Route 50 at Centerview in 
Johnson County

n	Resurfacing of Route 18 from Business 13 to 
Pennsylvania Street at Clinton in Henry County

n	Diamond grinding east- and westbound 
lanes of Route 45 from Cosby Avenue to south 
of Chatham Avenue in Platte County

n	Resurfacing of Route C from Route 92 to 
Cookingham Drive in Platte County

n	Resurfacing and shoulder sealing of east- and 
westbound I-70 from Route Z to Johnson Drive 
in Lafayette County.

Much of this season’s work has been scheduled 
for nighttime hours, but because of the high 
volume of projects, contractors have been 
given flexibility to work various hours to stay 
on pace for completion by the end of 2006.

the environment and realize substantial fuel 
cost savings at a time when gas and diesel 
prices continue to rise,” said MoDOT Direc-
tor Pete Rahn.  “We look forward to learning 
more about how these vehicles will compare 
to the conventional trucks in our fleet and how 
they can help us make the best use of taxpayer 
dollars.”

A bucket is used to lift maintenance workers 
in the air to install signs, fix traffic signals or 
replace streetlights.  A conventional truck must 
remain running at a work site to operate the 
hydraulic arm that moves the bucket.  New 
technology enables the hybrid truck’s engine to 
be shut off at the work site, which significantly 
reduces emissions and saves fuel.  Tests show 
hybrids use about 50 percent less fuel and 
reduce smog-forming emissions by almost half.  

On average, a conventional bucket truck 
in MoDOT’s fleet consumes 2,176 gallons of 
diesel fuel per year.  Applying the fuel savings 
realized in earlier tests, a hybrid truck would 
only consume an estimated 1,088 gallons of 
fuel per year.  With diesel fuel currently costing 
an average of $2.88 per gallon in Missouri, 
MoDOT could potentially save approximately 
$3,134 a year per vehicle by replacing con-
ventional trucks with hybrid trucks in its fleet.  
Statewide, there are 106 conventional bucket 
trucks in MoDOT’s fleet.

The department has received two out of 
three hybrids, which will be field tested for 
18 months at district offices in Kansas City, 
St. Louis and Joplin.  MoDOT will place the 
hybrid trucks in service along with comparably 

sized conventional trucks to 
assess performance, reliability and 
business benefits.  The hybrids 
and baseline conventional trucks 
will be equipped with monitoring 
devices that will compare the 
emissions and fuel economy of 
each type of truck.  

The hybrid truck is manufac-
tured by Warrenville, Ill.-based 
International and Cleveland, 
Ohio-based Eaton Corporation, a 
manufacturer of electrical systems 
and components.  The truck’s 
aerial device is manufactured 
by Altec Industries.  Its complex 
electric motor operates from 
advanced lithium ion batteries and 
a diesel engine.  

The vehicle recovers energy 
during braking, helping charge the 
batteries and provide additional 
power during acceleration.  The 
hybrid system uses an electric-only 
mode to raise the bucket for up 
to two hours.  It can also serve as 
a generator, producing up to 25 
kilowatts of standby power that 
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Truck Pilot Program, which is sponsored by 
WestStart’s Hybrid Truck Users Forumä (HTUFä).  
WestStart-CALSTART is a non-profit organization 
that plays a national role in efforts to advance 
the use of hybrid technologies in trucks.

In addition to the MoDOT fleet, 13 utility 
companies from across the nation have also 
been selected to participate in the Utility Hybrid

I want to let you know Governor Blunt 
signed a very important law recently – our 

work zone safety law – which will help keep 
you safer on the job.  The law, which will give 
prosecutors an additional tool in pursuing 
action against those who violate traffic laws 
in work zones, increases various penalties for 
offenses occurring within highway work zones 
or construction zones.  

The law creates two new crimes – endanger-
ment of a highway worker and aggravated 
endangerment of a highway worker.

Under this act, any person 
convicted of a second or subsequent 
moving violation within a work zone 
will get a $75 fine, and any person 
convicted of a second or subsequent 
speeding or passing violation in a 
work zone will get a $300 fine. 

The maximum penalty if a high-
way worker is injured or killed is a 
$10,000 fine and loss of their license 
for a year (12 points).

We couldn’t have passed these 
bills without the support and hard work of the 
Legislature, our contractors, and our partners 
in enforcement - particularly the Missouri State 
Highway Patrol. This was truly a group effort. 
Please remember to thank them whenever you 
can for their dedication to safety.

Also, Governor Blunt recently signed a new 
booster seat law which says a child 4-7 must 
be in a booster seat unless they are 80 pounds 
or 4’9’’ tall.   

Primary Safety Belt Law
Our biggest emphasis in the coming year 

will be on passing a primary safety belt law.  
We know that seat belts save lives. This 

legislation has the potential to save more lives 
than any other single piece of traffic safety 
legislation.

From the Director
Missouri has had a safety belt law for 20 

years.  The passage of this legislation would 
simply allow for primary enforcement, which 
means that law enforcement could enforce the 
safety belt law like all other Missouri traffic laws.

Missouri’s seat belt usage rate is one of the 
lowest in the nation. Currently 76 percent of 
Missourians already buckle up.  A primary 
safety belt law raises this by an average of 11 
percent.  For Missouri, that could mean a sav-
ings of about 90 lives and over 1,000 serious 
injuries this year and every year after that.

 If we pass this law, Missouri 
would also receive approximately 
$16 million to use to make our 
roads even safer. The National Safety 
Council study also estimates Mis-
souri could have saved $103 million 
in Medicaid costs over a 10-year 
period if primary enforcement had 
been implemented in 2004. 

We believe this new law along 
with increased law enforcement 
presence in a work zone will provide 

a safer working environment and will not only 
protect the highway workers but will protect all 
motorists driving through a work zone.

Please talk to your friends, family and 
neighbors about why Missouri needs a primary 
seat belt law. Please know we will continue 
to do all we can to keep you safe on the job.  
However, we also expect you to do your part 
by obeying all traffic laws and remembering 
to Buckle Up every time you get in a vehicle. 
Thanks for all you do for MoDOT.  I appreciate 
your hard work and dedication!

Safety Emphasis Paying Off

District 4 Safety Officer Joe Jarboe 
says he’s never seen anything like it 

before. And that’s a good thing.
Through the end of June, the Kansas City 

District had recorded only one lost-time 
injury, accounting for one lost workday, 
through the first half of 2006.  Reported 
incidences are also down.

Jarboe said a couple of factors could be at 
work.  “First, supervisors have become more 
proactive and are emphasizing safety with 
employees – including disciplinary action 

when it’s warranted,” he said.  “The new 
pre-employment post-offer physicals, as well 
as some re-engineering that has taken place, 
are also having a positive impact.”

Regardless of the cause, Jarboe won’t 
argue with the results.  “Considering all the 
work going on between the Smooth Roads 
Initiative and our regular construction and 
maintenance operations, I don’t know if 
we’re getting good or lucky,” he said.

Or, as Jarboe acknowledges, it could be 
some of both. 

the shirts cannot be altered (sleeves cannot 
be cut off, for example), and must be washed 
without fabric softener.  Available sizes are 
expected to range from small to 6XL.

“Anyone who would normally be required 
to wear a vest – construction inspectors, 
maintenance crews and the survey crews, 
for instance – can use them,” Jarboe said.  
“They’ll be distributed free to interested 
employees, and they don’t replace the 
uniform contract option. They’re an addition 
to the clothing options for employees.”

Details on the shirt distribution will be 
announced soon.

District 4 Signing Supervisor Darrell 
Daugherty is getting by with a little 

help from his new friends.
The Smooth Roads Initiative presented the 

Kansas City District with a tall order: Bring  
17,000 highway signs across the district up 
to current standards.  For the last 14 months, 
Daugherty’s D4 crews have been supple-
mented by a variety of MoDOT personnel from 
Districts 1, 2 and 5.

The extra help has kept the sign-replacement 
project right on schedule.  “We’ve replaced 
well over 10,000 signs to date, so we’re well 
on our way,” Daugherty said in late July.  “I see 
no problem in being finished by the end of the 
year.”

Daugherty said unsolicited offers of help 
came in almost as soon as District 4 received 
its marching orders.  District 5 workers went 

to work on Route 50 in Johnson County, and 
crews from the Carrollton maintenance facility 
in District 2 took on Interstate 35 signs in Clay 
County.  District 1 personnel, including traffic 
department and bridge crew workers, replaced 
signs along I-29 in Platte County; they’ll also 
work on Route 291 in Clay County.

“They did a beautiful job, and I think they 
enjoyed it because it gave them something 
new to do,” Daugherty said.  “Getting that kind 
of help without asking for it really makes you 
proud to be associated with MoDOT.”

The opportunity also opened up an informa-
tion exchange between the District 1 and 
District 4 sign shops.  Employees from the St. 
Joseph and Kansas City facilities will spend 
time in each other’s facilities to observe opera-
tions and exchange work practices.

Recognition of Long-Term Employees
At the June EAC meeting, Human 

Resources Director Micki Knudsen reported 
Human Resources has in its FY07 work plan 
a project to develop a policy on employee 
recognition.  The new policy will give 
supervisors some flexibility on allowing 
paid time off, food, pins, etc., to recognize 
and reward employees.  This 
policy will help support some 
of the other improvements 
MoDOT is working on such 
as the Portal Pilot (see full 
report at wwwi/intranet/eac/
meeting_minutes.htm).
