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2006 Railroad Incidents in Missouri

Collisions at Public Crossings

· 58 collisions between motor vehicles and trains in 2006 at public grade crossings, compared to 62 in 2005.  

· Six fatal collisions, compared to 17 in 2005.    

Collisions at Private Crossings

· 17 incidents at private grade crossings.

· Two deaths in one fatal collision.  

Collisions at Crossings with Active Warning Devices 

· More than half of all grade crossing collisions in 2006 were at crossings with active warning devices.  

· 52 percent of the grade crossing collisions occurred at crossings with at least some combination of flashers, lights and gates.

· 50 percent of the fatalities resulted from driving around gates at active warning devices.

Trespassing* Incidents

· 24 incidents were reported involving people trespassing on railroad property.  

· 11 of those people sustained injuries

· 11 of those people were fatally injured, compared to seven in 2005.  

*The federal government identifies incidents involving unauthorized visitors on railroad property as trespassing.  In general, railroad property extends fifty feet from the center of the tracks in each direction.
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
