Route 15 Project Should “WOW” the Public

MoDOT and its contractor are currently working on pavement repairs in preparation for a major resurfacing project that will add shoulders to Route 15 from Mexico to Paris.  Resurfacing expected to begin early next month.

Resurfacing description:  More than 29 miles of resurfacing and shoulders being added from just north of Route 22 in Mexico to Route 154 north junction at Paris; includes almost 5 miles through Mexico beginning in front of Wal-mart to just past the new Davis Fork Bridge north of Mexico.  There will be 11' paved lanes, and 4' paved shoulders.

Contractor:  APAC-Missouri of Columbia

Cost:  $2,227,837.13

Source of funds:  ARRA (American Recovery and Reinvestment Act)

Jobs created:  62 (primarily in construction field, but residually restaurants, convenience stores and hotels)

This project had been identified as a need by MoDOT and its planning partners.  The project was designed and “ready to go.”

Current work zone:  6 a.m. until 6 p.m.; possibly some night work; side roads could be closed at various locations throughout the day.
