The Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and Federal Transit Administration {FTA) have reviewed
Missouri Department of Transportation’s (MoBOT) request to incorporate the Ozarks Transportation
Organization’s (OTO) modification of their FY 2009-2012 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP), as further
described in.your letter of May 1, 2009, as an amendment to the FY 2009-2013 Missouri Statewide
Transportation Improvement Program (STIP). The modification to be amended into the STIP involves three

MoDOT sponsored highway projects, twelve local public agency sponsored highway projects and five City Utilities
sponsored transit projects.
