Description  
Drain Grate Puller was designed to be fixed to the front of a truck plow ram for removing drainage 
grates for cleaning drains. The puller centers over drainage grate and can adjust to accommodate for 
different size grates. The puller attaches to all corners of the grate for even pressure from the plow ram 
to remove the grate safely.  
 
Benefit 
The puller simplifies work since less tools are needed to remove a grate that is stuck or in a bind. It 
improves safety by pulling with even pressure and prevents grate from striking workers when breaking 
free.
