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Name: Mud Pump T-Handle

Location: District 2

Focus Area: Maintenance

Purpose: Saves time, simplifies work, improves safety

Description: This is a modification of the handle on a mud 
pump to make it safer and easier to use.

Benefit: District staff added a t-handle and foot pegs to 
keep the nossle in the ground when mud 
pumping bridge ends. The old design had no 
place for the employee's feet and had a single 
hook handle on top. The unit also has a plastic 
collar on the pipe to keep the mud from 
blowing out on uneven holes.

Implementation Cost: Total labor hours: 1 hour Total material costs: 
$10
