Benefit 
The Self-Level Snow Plow simplifies work for MoDOT crew workers. It saves employee time and 
saves the department money because the hook up procedure is always the same and readjusting the 
chains is not required when changing from the driving lane to the passing lane on interstate 
highways. The innovation is safer for the public because it keeps both ends of the plow closer to the 
road while in the carry position.
