if the memorial is being designated after a person, verifyiing the designee has been deceased for two years. Check or
money order {(cash not accepted) made payable to Director of Revenue - Credit State Road Fund,

Fill in the name and district of at least one current member of the Missouri General Assembly who will sponsor the
highway or bridge designation,

Fill in your name, address, city, state, zip code, telephone number, fax rnumber and e-mail address.

List the designee's name as you would like to see displayed on the sign. The name can be for an event, place, or-
ganization or person (deceased 2 years). The number of characters is limited to the boxes shown on the applica-
tion.

An applicant may organize a dedication ceremony and may request a sign be unveiled at the ceremony by
contacting MoDOT's District Communications. The District Communications staff will assist to coordinate the
transport of one memorial sign to be unveiled. The sign will be delivered and picked up during normal MoDOT
business hours and installed on right of way after the ceremony is complete. If the applicant requests the ceremony
take place on MoDOT right of way, the District Communications staff will assist in locating a safe location for

the ceremony.
