In 2023, 64% of Missouri’'s
transportation revenue
came from state user fees
and 31% from federal
revenue. A small fraction
(5%) of funds came

from Missouri’s General
Revenue Fund, which
receives revenue from the
state income tax and the
state’s general sales tax.

CONDITIONS COST MISSOURIANS?

Missourians pay a relatively small amount per month to
use the state system of roads and bridges. The average
Missouri driver pays about $34 per month in state and
federal transportation taxes and fees. That’s far less than
what the average Missourian pays for cell phone service,
cable television or internet service.
