PROJECT : ROCHEPORT TO COLUMB IA 

The Missouri Department of Transportation has received Statements of Qualifications (SOQs) from teams 
interested in competing for the contract to design and construct the fourth project of MoDOT’s statewide 
Improve I-70 Program. Improve I-70: Rocheport to Columbia will make improvements to I-70 from the 
Missouri River Bridge at Rocheport to approximately U.S. Route 63 in Columbia. This project is one of several 
which will widen and improve I-70 across the state. The teams are as follows: 

MoDOT will issue the Request for Proposals in 
June 2025 to these teams to work through 
development of their Design-Build proposals for 
the project. The department will work through the 
procurement process with these teams, who will 
submit their proposal for the potential selection of 
the winning contract in December 2025. There are 
still opportunities for additional consultants and 
subcontracting firms to be added to each team. 
Construction could start as early as Spring 2026 
and is scheduled to be completed by late 2029.

WARRENTON TO WENTZV I L L E CONSTRUCT ION UNDERWAY 

Improve I-70: Warrenton to Wentzville construction has 
commenced in several segments of the project including I-
70 in Warren County, I-64 in St. Charles County, the I-70/I-
64/U.S. 61 interchange, and at Route Z in Wentzville. In 
Warren County, barrier wall is in place and eastbound I-70 
lanes have been narrowed and shifted between Route 47 
and the Wright City Rest Area. This month, crews will 
continue this work from just east of Wright City to the St. 
Charles County line. On I-64, work continues in the median 
on drainage and grading work between Route K and Route 
DD/Winghaven and will continue further north to Route 364 
throughout June. 

Grading and drainage work is also occurring within the inner quadrant of the I-70/I-64/Route 61 interchange. 
Additionally, the Route Z area will also have grading work and crews will begin curve improvements on the 
Norfolk Southern Railroad Bridge. Lane closures during off-peak hours are anticipated throughout the project 
limits.

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Paving work underway along I-70 between Route 

63 and Boone County Route B/Paris Rd. 
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Improve I-70: Columbia to Kingdom City is making 
significant progress with the construction of bridges, 
retaining walls, and paving operations. The southbound 
U.S. Route 63 bridge at Conley Road is complete. Traffic is 
on this new bridge while the northbound side is 
constructed. Work is also underway to replace the 
Hinkson Creek bridge on I-70 and is nearing completion. 
Seven miles of I-70 pavement within the median are 
complete between Callaway County Routes J and M, and 
crews have begun paving operations just west of the 
Route 63 Connector and between Callaway County Route 
J and Route 54. Watch the video of recent paving efforts 
here or scan or the QR code. 

The Improve I-70: Blue Springs to Odessa contract was 
awarded to the Radmacher-Ideker Joint Venture in May 
2025. As part of the design process, investigative work 
including pavement coring and utility potholing will occur 
this month. MoDOT and the Design-Build contractor team 
will host public hearings for this project in early August in 
both Blue Springs and Odessa. Construction is scheduled to 
begin in early September.
