❑ One project was approved for approximately $2.0 million.  

 
❑ MoDOT’s Cost Share Program has $0.08 million available in state fiscal year 2021, $0.6 million 

available in state fiscal year 2022, and $0.2 million available in state fiscal year 2024 for cost share 

projects. 

 
❑ MoDOT’s Cost Share Program has $2.3 million available in state fiscal year 2022, $4 million available in 

state fiscal year 2023, and $2.3 million available in state fiscal year 2024 for cost share projects that 

encourage economic development.

City of Sikeston - $2,024,000 to widen Route 61 to five lanes south of Larcel Drive and construct a new traffic 

signal.
