New Non-Federal DOT Participants

1. Non-Federal-DOT users (anyone without a @dot.gov 

email address, including state DOT personnel) must 

create an account with the FHWA External Portal.   

2. Open the registration portal and create your account 

at: 

https://collaboration.fhwa.dot.gov/FBA/Register.aspx 

3. Fill out all required fields and create a password.  This 

email address and password will be used for access to 

all Innovation Exchange webinars. We recommend 

first time users create an account at least 48 hours 

before the webinar. 

4. Once you’ve successfully registered, you will receive a 

confirmation email from the portal that you have 

access.  You then reserve your spot for the webinar 

using your login information at 

https://collaboration.fhwa.dot.gov/dot/fhwa/WC/List

s/Seminars/DispForm.aspx?ID=2547 

 

Federal-DOT staff and Federal-DOT-badged contractors do 

not need to create an account.
