The meeting was called to order at 8:06 a.m.

Mr. Reeser made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda items.  Mr. Padgett seconded; motion carried.    
Anthem Claims Summary (2018/2019) – Ms. Halford reported Plan medical claim payouts have decreased 11.3% when compared to 2018 through the twelfth month of the 2019 calendar year.  
MoDOT/MSHP Prescription Drug Paid Claims Monthly Comparison (2018/2019) - 
Ms. Halford reported Plan prescription claims costs have increased 7% when compared to 2018 through the twelfth month of the 2019 calendar year.
Bariatric Surgery- Ms. Halford informed the Board of an analysis for bariatric surgery performed by AON Hewitt that was provided in the Board books. Bariatric surgery is a procedure that is currently excluded from coverage.  Mr. Padgett made a motion to approve the coverage of bariatric surgery effective April 1, 2020 dependent upon the utilization of a Center of Excellence based on the documentation provided by Anthem and AON Hewitt. This includes the clinical bulletin and the centers of excellence.  Mr. Reeser seconded; motion carried.
Summary Plan Document- Ms. Halford informed the Board they have been provided the 2020 Summary Plan Document for their review.  Mr. Padgett made a motion to approve the SPD changes as outlined in the book provided. Mr. Coffey seconded; motion carried. 
Other Business- Ms. Halford updated the Board that Anthem is going to provide a full-time concierge for the Plan. 
Mr. Reeser questioned a $0 copay for Live Health Online and if that would be possible for our Plan.
Mr. Padgett made a motion to adjourn at 8:54 a.m. Mr. Reeser seconded; motion carried.
