1. Page 56 of 174 – Project Manual Volume 1 of 3 – Section 70-21 Insurance Requirements; WORKERS’ 
COMPENSATION INSURANCE: 

Revision: Replace with this paragraph  

WORKERS’ COMPENSATION INSURANCE: 

Contractor shall maintain workers’ compensation and employer’s liability insurance. The employer’s liability 
and, if necessary commercial umbrella, limits shall not be less than $1,000,000, each accident for bodily 
injury by accident or $1,000,000 each employee for bodily injury by disease. 

Justification: The project workers compensation insurance limits were updated to the City of Malden project 
insurance requirements. 

 

CONSTRUCTION DRAWING UPDATES 

1. Sheet GS001 – Construction Safety Notes (Page 12 of 53) 

Revision: Section 9 Notification of Construction Activities, note E updated from “See Div. 6” to “See Volume 1, 
Part 5”. 

Justification: The reference to the Construction Safety and Phasing Plan (CSPP) location within the project 
manual volume/contract documents was updated to identify the correct location. 

2. Sheet GS001 – Construction Safety Notes (Page 12 of 53) 

Revision: Remove “Section 16. Airport Security” in its entirety. 

Justification: The reference to Security Identification Badges and Airport Driving Class are not required at 
Malden Regional Airport. However, the Construction Safety and Phasing Plan safety measures should be 
followed at all times. 

 
CLARIFICATIONS / RFI RESPONSES 

1. Please clarify DBE requirements for MAW Runway 14/32 Rehabilitation more specifically the 0% DBE goal.  

Answer: This project has a 0% DBE contract goal based on current federal guidance. This means there is no 
required DBE participation percentage for this contract. However, the DBE program remains in effect, and 
contractors must comply with all applicable nondiscrimination, reporting, and contract provisions. 

Even when the goal is 0%, the following still apply: 

• Nondiscrimination clauses 
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• Prompt payment requirements 

• DBE reporting and tracking 

• Encouragement of DBE participation (race-neutral) 

• Compliance with FAA / DOT DBE program rules 
 

2. Please clarify “the start time of this project…….Is it a 2026 or 2027 project?” 

Answer: This project is anticipated to be awarded in 2026. Construction start time is dependent upon 
allocation of state and federal funding. Further coordination will be performed with the successful bidder 
regarding construction start time. 
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
