Mr. Padgett made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda items.  Ms. Burton seconded; motion carried.    
Anthem Claims Summary (2019/2020) – Ms. Halford reported Plan medical claim payouts have increased  27% when compared to 2019 through the fourth month of the 2020 calendar year.  This increase is due to a change in the reporting. When comparing claims through the first 4 months of 2020 and 2018 there is an 11.8% decrease.
MoDOT/MSHP Prescription Drug Paid Claims Monthly Comparison (2019/2020) - 
Ms. Halford reported Plan prescription claims costs have increased 9.3% when compared to 2019 through the fourth month of the 2020 calendar year.
Financial Statement Overview-  Ms. Halford welcomed Ms. Morris and Mr. Grosvenor to the meeting. Ms. Morris provided an overview and throughough expalination of the financial statements included in the monthly Board books. 
PillarRx Quarterly Update- Ms. Halford welcomed PillarRx staff to the meeting.
1st Quarter Update- Ms. Keevn and Ms. Weiss presented the 1st quarter 2020 update to the Board. Ms. Keeven reported the Copay Assistance program has saved the Plan $776,003 in 1st quarter 2020.  The Plan currently has 197 members utilizing drugs on Co-pay assistance with a total drug count of 49.
Anthem - Ms. Halford welcomed Anthem staff to the meeting. Ms. Vojicic gave an update on what Anthem is doing in regard to the COVID-19 pandemic. 
Group Medicare Advantage- Mr. O’Brien and Mr. Hyler provided and overview of  the Anthem Group Medicare Advantage Plan to the Board. This presentation is for informational purposes only to keep the Board educated on what options are available for Medicare members of the Plan.
1st Quarter Update- Dr. Moore presented the 1st quarter report to the Board. He reported a total of $24.1 million in medical claims for 1st quarter 2020. This is a 103.8% increase (this figure excludes Aetna run out claims) from the prior reporting period in 2019. 96.2% of those claims were paid in network with a total of 53.7% of network discounts.
