Why is MoDOT planning changes?

Also
included in the plans is milling and
replacing the pavement approaching each
end of the bridge, modifying the curbs and
replacing guardrail at each end of the
bridge.

The current plan is to close the bridge
during construction. A detour will be signed
using Exit 172 for northbound travelers and
Exit 163 for southbound travelers.
