BUPD Showdown – Safest Driver Competition – FAQ’s
Key Messages:
· The Missouri Safest Driver Competition is completely optional – it is comparable to the Walker Tracker challenge in practice.
· In no way does it affect your status as an employee.
· It is not related to performance evaluations.
· Supervisors will not be able to access any data from you, this competition is wholly separate from your work.
· This is an app-based competition that monitors your personal driving habits and aims to reward safe driving practices.
· The Safest Driver Competition is designed to make drivers more mindful of the choices they make behind the wheel.
· Once you download the app on your phone, DriveWell Go automatically detects when driving starts and stops, and uses the phone's sensors to measure your vehicle's driving dynamics. The app shows you trip summaries, details on maneuvers, and gives you useful feedback to become a better driver.  
· Employees can sign up on their personal device by March 31st and the competition will run from April 1st to June 9th.
· DriveWell Go runs in the background and uses GPS. 
· The “Show-Me Zero” initiative at its core is about leading by example. We work towards our goal of zero roadway fatalities by taking these ideas with us and practicing them with our families. 
FAQs not related to the mobile app:
· Do I have to participate?
· No, this competition is completely optional. This is comparable to the Walker Tracker challenge in practice. 
· Does it affect my employment or performance evaluations?
· No, it will not affect anything in your day-to-day work life.
· Is this part of the GeoTab data collection or tied to employee performance?
· No, this has no relation to GeoTab, and the data collected from your driving will only be used within the SDC.
· Will my supervisor know if I participate?
· No, this competition is separate from work, and you are by no means required to participate.
· How do I sign up?

· You win by driving safely! Each week the safest drivers in the contest, those with the highest driver score that week, will be rewarded with prizes. At the end of the contest, the top three safest drivers will be awarded cash prizes.

FAQ’s – from Cambridge Mobile Telematics
· How does the app score my driving?
· The app collects and analyzes your driving data, then provides an overall driving score out of 100 based on a series of criteria. For each of the criteria below, a speciﬁc subscore is also provided.
· Phone Distraction: Using the phone in your hand while the vehicle is in motion
· Hard Braking: A sudden reduction in speed
· Speeding: Driving over a safe speed for a given road
· Hard Acceleration: A sudden increase in speed
· Cornering: Turning or swerving harshly
· What data does the app record?
· The app records data to measure your driving during a trip and identify risky driving events.
· In addition, we may receive data related to your use of the app to help us improve the app experience. 
· The app collects:
· Location data (incl. from GPS when available) 
· Accelerometer data
· Gyroscope data, if available 
· Time
· Your interaction with the phone while you're driving (for example, whether the phone is in motion or not)
· Important: The app does not record information about which apps are in use or the content of any messages or calls.
· Smartphone settings and status
· Your interactions and engagement with the app's screens and information
