Missouri’s rail vision is to provide safe,
environmentally-friendly transportation options
supporting efficient movement of freight and
passengers, while strengthening communities
and advancing global competitiveness through
intermodal connectivity.

MoDOT is charged with developing a new State Rail Plan,
which will serve as the strategic framework for developing
freight and passenger rail service in Missouri for the next
20 years. It will guide long-term policies and help prioritize
investments that will enhance the movement of people
and goods and expand connections between all types of
transportation.

State Rail Plan Goals

* Improve the efficiency of passenger movement

» Improve the efficiency of freight movement

+ Identify greater intermodal connectivity

* Enhance state and local economic development

» Strengthen communities

* Promote an environmentally and socially
responsible rail transportation development

» Promote safe and secure railroad operations

The State Rail Plan will serve as just one component
of MoDOT'’s overall transportation plan, and make it
possible for the state to pursue critical federal funds
for planning and constructing rail projects.
